If asked how to describe her voice ? It is somewhere between Celine Dion and Toni Braxton.” 

A big voice, a unique and easy to distinguish one, that is what Durban born singer Nádine (23) certainly has. Out of four previously released albums two reached Gold status ,plus a project in conjunction with KTV, whereby each of the three albums within this collaboration sold more than 50,000 units.

Nádine was 13 when she released her first and self-funded album, which was snapped up by Ian Bossert then A & R label manager at Universal Music and now managing Nádine’s career for the past ten years.. The teenage star was immediately signed and three further albums (“Nádine”/1997, “You & I”/1999, concept album in 2000) were born under that constellation and followed by intense touring. In the ten years of her career Nádine has absolved more than 600 concerts . Asked for highlights, Nádine mentions the “Two Nations in Concert” (Johannesburg Stadium, 1997) where she shared the stage with The Spice Girls, Jonathan Butler and Billy Ocean to perform in front of Prince Charles and President Mandela and “South Africa’s Youth Day Celebrations” on Robben Island in 1999. 

Another highlight for Nádine was her performance on Margate Beach (which SABC 2 news described as the biggest party ever in South Africa) before about 80 000 people on the 31st of December 2001. She has been one of the SA stars performing at the Superbowl (Sun City) in the 2005 Skouspel which was attended by more than 20 000 people. The release of “Simply Me” Nádine’s fifth and again self-financed CD recorded in Cape Town and arranged and mixed in the UK produced the hit “Kaapse Draai” which was nominated in the Geraas awards as one of the top 5 songs in the country.

Her newest album “Mense soos jy” features once again tracks in English and Afrikaans and is receiving airplay on all major radio stations and also numerous fligtings of her music videos on M-Net as well as SABC TV. Nádine is currently signed to EMI.

Her first DVD “Nádine 10 years LIVE “ has just been released and features a live performance plus a bonus disk with exclusive interviews and ten of her most popular music videos.

With album sales of more than 350 000 units she is one of the SA music scene’s hottest artists.
