Albert was born and bred in Pretoria. At the very young age of only 20 years the release of his debut album "Dagboek van ‘n Dromer" caused a stir in the music world. This strong melodic rock album boasted 12 original works, including 8 Afrikaans and 6 English songs. The album was nominated for SAMA, Vonk and MK awards. The DVD recording of the album was also nominated for a Tempo award. A mere 3 years later the talented artist's second album "Drie Jaar" was released. Once again the music world was stunned by the display of sheer talent by this gifted artist. This album firmly established the artist on the South African music scene. As was the case with Albert's debut album, this album was also nominated for SAMA, Vonk and MK awards. An absolute highlight was when the Vonk award for best song for 2008 was awarded to the song "Wat het gebeur by Aliwal Noord". The fact that this young artist competed against the very best artists on the Afrikaans music scene, including Steve Hofmeyr, Kurt Darren, Juanita Du Plessis and Chris Chameleon makes winning this award even more noteworthy. Albert is currently working on his third album which will probably be released early next year. Fans can look forward to another quality product in the unique style of this gifted artist.
